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What is a centurion? How would he be viewed by Romans? How would he be viewed by
Jews?

How do the actions and words of the centurion show respect for Jesus?

Why is it a big deal that Jesus touched the dead son? What would everyone have
thought?

How does the crowd's reaction show they get it? How does the response show they
don't quite get it?

Does this passage challenge, encourage, correct or teach you more about the beauty of the
gospel?

Do you see any connections to Psalm 65 in the Luke passage!? If so, what!? How can this Psalm
inform the way we can pray for one another?
